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CONSTITUTION OF FORUM FOR DEMOCRACYAND COMMUNAL AMITY

1. NAME 
The Name of the forum shall be “FORUM FOR DEMOCRACY AND COMMUNAL AMITY” It shall be non-sectarian body and it shall not function as political body.
2. OFFICE
The principal of office of the forum shall be temporarily at
3. OBJECTS
The aims and objects of the forum shall be: 
i. To fight individually and collectively against. The menace of communalism and fascism at all levels in the country. 
ii. To educate the people irrespective of caste, creed, sex, language and region against the dangers of rising tide of communalism and fascism in all its manifestation. 
iii. To mobilize public opinion against the forces of animosity. and to arouse human consciousness and promote love and affection between person and person. 
iv. To bring secular-minded persons and parties to put up a united fight against the communal parties 
v. To strive for a strong united India based on principal of equality of all citizens irrespective of religion, race, caste, sex, etc. in all spheres of state activity under the constitution of India 
vi. To promote harmony and spirit of common brotherhood. amongst all the people of India transcending religious , linguistic, and regional and or sectional diversities. 
vii. To prevent conflicts, riots and other acts of communal. violence. 
viii. To help the victims of such conflicts, riots or violence to rehabilitate themselves and seek redressal of their grievances; 
ix. To organize local committees to ensure harmony, securing the participation of members of the locality belonging to different communities;

x. To formulate proposals to administrative and legislative action by the state and endeavor to secure their implementation 
4. FUNCTIONS 
For the achievement of aforesaid objectives the forum will take will take all necessary action within the framework of the constitution of the India and the law which includes undertaking the following functions; 
i. Organize meetings, study circles, lectures, seminars, symposia, conference , conventions etc.; 
ii. Publish books , literature, pamphlets, booklets, brochures , handbills and posters etc.; 
iii. Cooperate with and seek cooperation from like-minded persons, associations, unions, parties at all; 
iv. Establish state, regional and district, city, village, local and Mohalla branches of the forum all over India. 
v. Raise funds, donations loans and make or receive payments for and on behalf of the forum, acquire movable and immovable properties, transfer, alienate or otherwise dispose them off and pay salaries, remunerations, wage, honorarium etc. for the service rendered to the forum; 
vi. Move the authorities concerned to take necessary action, executive as well as legislative, in the furtherance of the objects of the forum. 
vii. Make by-laws in order to bring in to affect the objects of the forum and for the better administration of its affairs. 
viii. Undertake all of or any such other lawful activity as the forum may consider conducive to attainment of all or any of the objects of the forum. 

5. DEFINITIONS: 
a) "Forum" means the "FORUM FOR DEMOCRACY AND COMMUNAL AMITY" and include its branches all over India. 
b) "Life member'' means those members who constitute the Forum on July 11, 1993, including those who are coopted later by the convener, subject to eligibility, and also those who may be admitted as such bythe life member of the forum. They shall pay an annual subscription of Rs. 500/- . 
c) "Member' means any Indian citizen who is eligible and subscribes to the subjects of the forum, agrees to abide by the forums Rules and Regulations and to work for it and pay an annual subscription of Rs.250/-. A person will be deemed a Member only when he/she is admitted by the National Executive Council of the forum or of the state or district or local level executive council, as the case may be. 
d) "Associate member" means a person who admitted by the National Executive Council on the basis of his /her outstanding service in the Social, educational, cultural fields and other social activities. 
e) "General Body" means the general body of the forum comprising the members and life Members. 
f) "National Executive Council" means all the office -bearers of the forum mentioned in para 9 (a) below and 10 members, elected from time to time, by the General Body.it may also include up to five members coopted by the National Executive Council with a view to give representation to sections which are not properly represented. 
g) "President'', "Vice-President", "General Secretary'', "Secretary'' and ''Treasurer" means respectively the President, Vice-president, General Secretary, secretary and treasurer of the forum. 
h) The Executive Council of the state/District/Locality will consist of the office-bearers and member mentioned under para 9 (b) below. 
6. ELEGIBLITY OF MEMBERSHIP: 
To become a member, a person 
a) Shall be a citizen of India; 
b) Must attain the age of 18 years on the date of application for 
membership 
c) Shall agree with the aims and object of the forum. 
7. TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP: 
Any member of the forum shall cease to be a member on account of any of 
the following reasons: 
a) Death; 
b) Resignation; 
c) Being of unsound mind; 
d) Being declared an undischarged insolvent;
e) Convicted by a court of law for an act of moral turpitude; 
f) Misconduct· I 
g) Or found to be engaged in activities which are inconsistent with the objects or detrimental to the interest of the forum. Provided that in respect of (f) and (g) above the National Executive Council shall have the power to decide whether a person should be deprived of membership after giving a fair hearing to the person concerned. 
8. RESIGNATION: 
Any resignation of a member or an office-bearer, other than the General Secretary, shall be tendered to the General Secretary and General Secretary's resignation shall be tendered to the President and it shall take affect only after it has been accepted by the National Executive Council. 
9. AUTHORITIES: 
a) The forum shall have the following office-bearers, elected from among the 
life Members by the General Body for a term of three years: 
i. President. ............................ One 
ii. Vice-President. ................... Four 
iii. General Secretary ............... One 
iv. Secretaries ........................... Four 
v. Treasurer ............................. One 
The General Secretary shall be Principal Executive of the Forum 
b) The office-bearers of the various branches as follows:

C. No member of political party shall be an office-bearer or Executive Council member of the Forum at various levels.  
10. POWERS & DUTIES OF OFFICE-BEARERS 
A. PRESIDENT:

a) The president shall preside at all meetings of the General Body, The National Executive Council or any other body of which he is a member. 
b) The president shall have the power to delegate such of his functions, as he may think necessary for any specific purpose. But he shall not delegate his right to preside to any other person at the meeting he is present. 
c) With prejudice to the general powers of supervision, the president shall also have the following powers and duties: 
i. To see that the resolutions and decisions of the National Executive council are properly executed and complied with
ii. To exercise general powers of superintendence and control over the funds of the forum and to advice National Executive council with regard to financial matter and policies; 
iii. To make appointments for posts carrying a salary of over Rs.1000/- Per month, subject to the approval of the National Executive Council , and to grant Promotions and other amenities to such employees; 
iv. To take necessary and prompt action in case of an emergency and to report it at a meeting of the National Executive Council to be called with in a fortnight from the date of emergency. 
B. VICE-PRESIDENTS: 
The vice-Presidents shall Discharge the duties, as may be allotted to them by the National Executive Council or delegated by the President. In the absence of the president the senior-most vice-president shall presides over the meetings of the general body and the National Executive Council and discharge the functions of the president. 
C. GENERAL SECRETARY: 
The general secretary shall have the following powers and duties: 
a) Appointments for posts carrying a salary up to Rs.1000/- per month with the approval of the president, and to recommend promotions to such employees;

b) To receive all payments made to the forum and pass on necessary receipts. 
c) To deposit any amount exceeding rupees one thousand, not required for immediate use, into the forums Bank account. 
d) To prepare the annual report together with the statement accounts for the preceding year and budget estimates of the income and expenditure for the ensuing year with the help of treasurer. 
e) To make recommendation to the National Executive Council for the appointment of any person or persons for any specific work which may be in the interest of the Forum 
f) To carryout duties allotted him by the President. 
D. SECRETARIES 
The secretaries shall discharge the duties as may be allotted to them by the National Executive Council or delegated by the President/General Secretary. 
E. TREASURER: 
The treasurer will act as the treasurer of the forum and maintain books of accounts of all incomes and all outgoings and perform other duties assigned to him by the president, inclusive of the custody of books of accounts, documents and papers, pertaining to the assets and liability of the Forum. 
11. GENERAL BODY: 
a) The general body of the Forum shall meet at least once a year. 
b) The president shall preside at all meetings of the general body, and in his absence , the senior most vice-president present at the meeting shall preside; . 
c) The annual General Body meeting shall be held at such timeand place as may be fixed by the president; 
d) The president may himself at any time convene an extraordinary General Body meeting of the Forum , or an requisition in writing by at least one third of the members of the General Body. The president, with in two days of the receipt of such requisition, shall direct the General Secretary to issue notice for calling an extraordinary General Body Meeting. 
e) All meetings of the General Body Shall be called by notice under the hand of General Secretary.
F) Every notice calling a meeting of the members of the General Body shall state the agenda , the date, time and place at which such meeting shall be held and shall be issued to every member of the General Body not less than 15 clear days before the day appointed for the meeting. 
g) If agenda of any meetings contains proposals to amend, alter or to make addition to the constitution the notice of such meting shall, along with a copy of the proposed amendments, alterations, or additions, be issued to the members at least 21 clear days before the date fixed for such meeting. 
h) One-sixth of the members of the General Body shall form the Quorum 
i) If the quorum is not complete, the meeting shall stand adjourned ordinarily by one day or at least six hour. The adjourned meeting shall ordinarily be held at the same place. The members present at 
the adjourned meeting shall be from the quorum. 
j) A minute book shall be kept by the General Secretary and proper entries shall be made therein of all business transacted. 
k) No member shall have more than one vote. In case of equality of votes on division, the president shall have to casting vote. 
I) The business of the Annual General Body meeting shall be. 
i. To receive and adopt the annual report, The statements of accounts for the preceding year and the financial budget estimate for the ensuing year. 
ii. To receive and adopt the auditor's report for the previous year. 
iii. To appoint an auditor or auditors for the ensuing year. 
iv. To elect the office-bearer of the Forum and ten members of 
the National Executive Council at the end of three years term. 
v. To consider any other matter deemed important by the majority of the members present . 
12. No act or proceedings of the General Body shall be invalidate on account of any defect in the cooption of a Life Member, not found to be material by the life members.

13. NATIONAL EXECUTIVE COUNCIL: 
a. The members of the National Executive Council shall continue as such for a period of three years. Vacancies created by death or other causes shall be filled within three months of the occurrence of such vacancies. 
b. No act or proceeding of the National Executive Council shall be invalidated by reason of any Vacancy among the members, or any defect which is not considered material by the National Executive Council. 
c. The general secretary shall be the secretary of all committees appointed by the National Executive Council. 
d. The functions and powers of the National Executive Council, subject to the rules and regulations, shall as follows: 
i. To carry out the objects of the forum as set forth in the constitution. 
ii. To administer and control the affairs and funds of the Forum, and exercise all the powers of the Forum. 
iii. To do all other lawful acts, matters things and deeds 
as may be conducive to, or expedient in the interest of the forum. 
e. Without prejudice to the general powers conferred by the preceding clause, it is hereby expressly declared that the National Executive Council shall also have following specific powers and duties, subject to the rules and regulations. 
I. To purchase, take on lease or in exchange, or hire, or otherwise acquire any movable or immovable property and to make and carry out agreements, contracts, obligations and arrangements on suitable terms. 
II. To sell, pledged, mortgage, lease, manage, dispose of or otherwise alienate or deal with any _portion of the Forums properties from time to time. 
Ill. To borrow or raise funds, accept gifts, subscription and donations etc. in any form of the maintenance and advancement of the subjects of the forum and to use them in a proper manner for the betterment thereof.

To authorize any person or body of persons for dealing with any matter or matters of particular nature or enter into negotiations and agreements, besides making or rescinding or varying contacts; To submit for approval at the annual General Body Meeting a report of the work of the years preceding year together with statement of the accounts for the preceding year with auditors report there on, and budget estimate of the income and expenditure for the ensuing year;

VI. To constitute committees and sub-committees and delegate to them such powers, as may be considered necessary for the purpose for which they may be appointed and to dissolve them at any time, and to lay down the procedure of such committees; 

VII. To spent any sum up to Rupees fifty thousand a year or over and above the sanctioned amount in the budget; 

VIII. To revise the sanctioned budget or spend any sum over Rupees fifty thousand a year (as provided in the above clause) with the approval of the General Body. 
IX. To prescribe salaries, emoluments, gratuities, wages, overtime and other legal and necessary charges payable to the employees of the forum, and fix and regulate hoursof woks and declare holidays for persons employed in any branch of the Forum. 
f. The president shall preside at all meetings of National 
Executive Council. 
g. In the absence of President, the senior most vice-president present shall preside 
h. One meeting of the National Executive Council shall be held at least every six month 
i. The president may himself or in requisition in writing by at least one-third of the members of the National Executive Council at any time, convene a meeting of the National executive Council. The General Secretary shall issue notice immediately on such requisitions. 
j. Notice of every meeting of National Executive Council shall be issued to each member not less than seven clear days before the meeting 
k. Seven members present in person shall constitute the quorum. 
I. Each member present shall have one vote including the President, and in case of equality of votes on any question, the President shall have a casting vote. 
m. Any other matter approved by the president and majority of the members of the National Executive Council shall deemed 
to have been passed at a duly convened meeting of the National Executive Council. 
14. FUNDS AND PROPERTIES: 
a) All funds shall be paid in to the Forum's Accounts with such Bank or Banks as are approved by the National Executive Council. 
b) All fund of the Forum shall be invested in the name of the Forum. 
c) The income and /or property of the Forum , howsoever derived ,shall be applied towards the promotion and advancement of the objects as set forth in this constitution and the profit motive shall never override the fulfillment of the objects for which the Forum stand. No portion of the income and /or property of the Forum shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly by way of dividend, bonus, or otherwise by way of profit to the persons who at any time are or have been, member of the Forum or nay of them, provided that nothing herein contained shall prevent the payment in good faith of remuneration, travelling expenses and other similar allowances. 
d) The Forum shall not undertake any trade or business activity . 
15. CONTRACT AND DOCUMENTS: 
All contracts, transfer deeds or other documents necessary for purchase, sale or alteration of any building or the investments of the Forum shall be executed on behalf of the Forum by the Secretary General or any other office bearer of the Forum behalf and countersigned by a member of the National Executive Council. 
16. ACCOUNTS AND AUDIT: 
a) The Boks of accounts and relevant documents of the Forum shall be presented for the audit by the Treasurer. 
b) here shall be one or more auditors of the Forum who shall be chartered accountants and shall be appointed at the Annual General Body meeting of the Forum. 

c} There shall be an annual audit of the Forum's account 

d) The auditor or auditors shall, not later than three weeks before the Annual General Body Meeting in each year, audit and report upon the accounts of the Forum and shall at any other time, if and when required by the National Executive Council, audit and report upon any of such accounts. 
e) All the relevant accounts, documents and papers of the Forum shall be open to inspection of the auditor or auditor's at all reasonable times for the purpose of audit and also to all the members of the National Executive Council/General Body. 
17. SUITS AND PROCEEDINGS: 
The forum shall sue or be sued in the name of the General Secretary shall not personally b benefit by or be responsible for any order or decree passed in his favor or against him in his capacity as General Secretary. The General Secretary shall have the power to compromise, settle or refer to arbitration any dispute relating to the Forum, Subject to the Approval of the National Executive Council. 
18.
The above Rules 10-17 shall apply mutatis mutandis to all branches of the Forum subject to such modification, as the National Executive Council may take. 
19. DISSOLUTION: 
a) Any member, not less than 3/Sth of the total strength of the Forum, may determine at a special meeting convened for the purpose that the Forum shall be dissolved, whether forthwith, or nay future time agreed upon at the said meeting.

b) If ' on the dissolution of the Forum there shall remain, after the settlement of the debts and liabilities any assets in any form or shape whatsoever, other than those impressed with any trust, they shall not be paid to or distributed amongst the members of the Forum or any of them, but shall be given to some other institution or society working for the same or similar objects to be determined by the votes of the majority of the members present in the person and entitled to vote at the meeting convened for the purpose, or in default thereof, by the principal court of original civil jurisdiction of the district in which the office of the Forum is situated. 
20. AMENDMENTS: 
Any additions, alteration or omissions in these Rules and Regulations shall be affected by the resolution of the General Body by 2/3rd of the Members present in person and entitled to vote at a General Body Meeting of the Forum.
